Mayor Max Bacon called the meeting of the Mayor and Council to order at 7:30 PM

Fire Chief Roy Acree gave the following report:

From Fire:

Most fire fatalities occur while people are sleeping,
this year’s theme “Hear the beep where you sleep”, hopes to reinforce the importance
of working smoke detectors.

» Saturday the 10th, Smyrna Fire/Red-Cross to offer free smoke detectors to 500

* Friday October 16th, 2:00pm at fire station 1, Smyrna Fire will have a Dedication
Ceremony for the new ladder truck.

Library Director Mary Moore gave the following report:

2015 is the 70th anniversary of the conclusion of World War Il. Smyrna Library and
the Friends of Smyrna Library have observed this anniversary with a series of
lectures, exhibits and book displays throughout the year. The “Old Smyrna” exhibit in
the display cases on the Upper Level now include artifacts and information related to
Max Parnell, Smyrna’s own “Flying Tiger.” Additionally, a traveling exhibit sponsored
by Dalton State University is on display in the Library Atrium. The exhibit is called,
“Over Here & Over There: Georgia and Georgians in World War I1.” It will be on
display through October 30.

Whether you are a history buff or not, everyone will enjoy the storytelling of “Spirits of
Smyrna.” Volunteers and librarians will tell ghost stories and folk tales of Smyrna at
an after-hours fundraiser at the Library on Saturday, October 17, from 6:00 to 8:00
p.m. Tickets are $5 per person. Children 6 and under are free. The tales are “not too
scary,” so bring the family and join us for spooky stories and sweet treats for the
Halloween season. Tickets are on sale now at the Library’s Front Desk.

Community Development Director Ken Suddreth gave the following report:

Things are still going well. There were 12 new dwelling permits issued in September,
29 in August and 19 in July so the total for this fiscal year so far is 55 which is a good
pace. 1,240 inspections per month have been averaged and there are approximately
three inspections per site visit being completed. Pre 2008 we were inspecting over
10,000 per year and we are on track to exceed that this year.

Police Chief David Lee gave the following report:

He thanked the Smyrna Optimist Club for their loyalty and support of Public Safety.
He attended the Cobb County Chamber of Commerce Public Safety Appreciation
breakfast and Smyrna's SWAT team was nominated and recognized for the event
held about 8 months ago. Detective Waddell was nominated for an Award of Merit.
Captain Joe Bennett won the Leadership Award. Captain Bennett took on the 911
Center without any prior knowledge or training and has been the command leader on
several critical instances. He is a true asset to the department.

Chief Lee a three day course with Author* John Edwards and his book, The Burden
of Command and there are several employees signed up to train. The Chaplain
Police Academy has started and there is a good representation of churches in the
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area.

Keep Smyrna Director Ann Kirk gave the following report:

Keep Smyrna Beautiful buys jonquil bulbs in bulk each year and sells them to the
public at close to cost. The jonquil bulbs are here and are $15 for a bag of 50. They
are available at the Recycling Center, and will be also sold at the Fall Festival.

There will be another Adopt-A-Mile event on October 17th from 8 am until 12 noon
staged from the Recycling Center. Please call to let us know if you will be attending.
We had over 350 people attend our Shredding Event and collected over 20,000 Ibs of
paper. Thanks to Iron Mountain and all of our volunteers who made this possible. If
you missed our event, Keep Cobb Beautiful will have one on November 21, 9am-1pm
at Mable House Barnes Amphitheatre, 5239 Floyd Rd SW, Mableton, GA 30126.

Our Fresh Market is closed for the season but will reopen in May.

Community Relations Director Jennifer Bennett gave the following report:

Saturday is 10:00
a.m. until 6:00 p.m. and Sunday is Noon until 5:00 p.m. / look for announcements on
social media as we approach the date. On behalf of Police Chief David Lee and
Smyrna PD, reminding parents that the Halloween Parade is returning this year.

Parents are reminded that last year’s First Annual
event was a great success and the costume competition was both inspirational and
fierce.

Cielo Blue 2, Inc. is the owner and Robert Trivino is the agent applicant. He will be
responsible for the sale of alcohol at the referenced location. Robert Trivino has
been given a copy of the Alcoholic Beverage Ordinance and attended the mandatory
alcohol awareness workshop. (Certificate attached) A background investigation
conducted by the Smyrna Police Department failed to reveal information that would
preclude issuance of this license. Robert Trivino has agreed to abide by the
guidelines set forth by the City of Smyrna ordinance governing the sale of alcohol.
Approval of a privilege license for the sale of beer, wine, and liquor (retail pouring) for
Cielo Blue 2, Inc. dba Cielo Blue Mexican Grill & Cantina with Robert Trivino as the
registered agent.

The agent/applicant was present and invited by Councilmember Wade Lnenicka to
come forward. He was asked if he had read and if he understood the ordinance in
regards to the sale of alcohol. He stated that he had and he had no questions at this
time. This is a family owned Mexican restaurant that is more of a TexMex style
restaurant. They plan to open in the next couple of months after construction is
complete.

Mr. Trivino's sister and brother-in-law will be present and their attorney handles all
employee training for the store. His sister will be the primary on site.

Interim City Administrator Mike L. Jones gave the following background for this item:
This item is an authorization to enter into an amended and restated User License
Agreement for 800 MHz Radio System with Cobb County, GA and allow the Mayor
to execute all related documents. The original 800 MHz agreement with Cobb
County, GA (entered into September 21, 1998 and amended by adoption of the
"Second 800 MHz Radio System User License Agreement" on October 1, 2005)
expires October 1, 2015. By executing the amended and restated license agreement
dated September 9, 2015, the City will continue on the Cobb 800 MHz public safety
radio system without interruption.

In 1998, the City of Smyrna, in cooperation with all other municipalities in Cobb
County, GA and Cobb County entered into an agreement for Cobb County to host the
public safety 800 MHz for Cobb County as a whole. This original agreement was
amended in 2005 and all municipalities reaffirmed their agreement for an additional
10 years. The current amended and restated user license agreement will extend the
original agreement until September 30, 2025. The City of Smyrna has radios on
order that will comply with the requirements outlined in the agreement. The costs
associated with this agreement are only estimates due to Cobb County continuing to
evaluate tower sites. Seven (7) tower radio system - Core Replacement $23,791.04
and Core Maintenance $108,224.00 per year. Eight (8)-tower site radio system -
Core Replacement $35,686.56 and Core Maintenance $120,384.00 per year. (note
these figures are from the last City Manager meeting that minutes are available from
and dated 05/20/2014).

The Chief of Police and Fire Chief recommend continuing the agreement with Cobb
County.

Councilmember Ron Fennel stated this is a continuation of the currently used
system.

10. Committee Reports:
Ward 1 Mayor Pro Tem / Councilmember Melleny Pritchett was not present.
Ward 2 Councilmember Andrea Blustein thanked the public that came out to her
Ward 2 event on Saturday even with the horrific rains. There was a good bit of
information given and received.
Ward 3 Councilmember Teri Anulewicz spoke about events that have concluded and
the exciting events that are forthcoming. She also mentioned the precinct cards that
were mailed and encouraged residents to make sure they know where they are going
to vote.
Ward 4 Councilmember Corkey Welch had no committee report.

Ward 5 Councilmember Susan Wilkinson was not present.

Ward 6 Councilmember Wade Lnenicka gave the following report regarding Emory
Adventist Hospital:
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He read from an email received from Dane Peterson, Hospital Group President.

It stated that Emory Healthcare planned to preserve the acute care hospital
Certificate of Need in Cobb County. Emory Healthcare purchased the land and
buildings this past April and preservation of the CON attached to this closed facility
required them to open a limited service, two bed hospital. As a two bed hospital they
will provide only very basic and specific care and will not have an Emergency
Department.

They will continue to operate a hospital in Smyrna, albeit a limited hospital. The
closing of that hospital was a tragedy for this community and he has been clear about
that for many months. The future can include a certificate of need which preserves
future uses for this hospital.

He also noted that he continues to try to bring a VA hospital to that location. Smyrna
has 53,000 people and we need a hospital.

Ward 7 Councilmember Ron Fennel re-emphasized it is Public Safety Appreciation
Week. He also congratulated again the PD with their commendations at the
breakfast. He spoke at Scout Troop 11 meeting he is very proud of them as well as
the girl scouts.

October 6 at 7:00 pm is a Town Hall meeting at the Cresent Ridge Clubhouse. On
Ocotber 8 at 7:00 pm there is an additional meeting at Whitfield Academy.

11. Show Cause Hearings:

There was no show cause hearings

12. Citizen Input:

Councilmember Charles "Corkey" Welch said he has come across many citizens that
are still confused by the new boundaries. He explained where to go on the website to
look at the Ward map to clarify what Ward they would be voting on.

Alex Backry commented on the October 20th Candidate Forum to be held. He takes

opposition to the way the questions will be handled and that screening the questions
will be politically biased.

He also remarked on the other two Mayoral candidates and their lack of conversation
regarding shopping for the City.

Councilmember Wade Lnenicka commented that the previous meeting had audio
problems and that the City Clerk and City Manager had attempted to identify the
problem. Restated in part what he spoke about last time. He mentioned the
Committee for Education, the Committed for Economic Development and a Smyrna
Business Council. At the next meeting he will review the other 5 committees he
spoke about at the previous meeting;
