Smyrna Little League President, Jodi Rutigliano, who also has a son on the team, shared “that this is such
an amazing accomplishment for our team, our park and community. It would not have happened without
the hard work of our boys and coaches, and the dedication of our parents and the entire Smyrna Little
League family."

Smyrna will go on to represent the state of Georgia at the Southeast Regionals, the highest level of Little
League competition for their age, in Greenville, NC, beginning August 2.
